Medical Transportation: 

Some Band members have 

been requesting travel money 

from the Health Centre when 

they choose to drive 

themselves to medical 

appointments even when the 

trip is eligible to be taken with a 

medical driver.  In most cases 

the Band member should be 

getting reimbursed from Health 

Canada themselves at the 

private rate for driving 

themselves or their family 

member.  The private mileage 

rate is presently 17 cents per 

kilometer. Effective 

immediately, this practice of 

getting the money from the 

Health Centre will stop if the trip 

is eligible for a medical driver 

and the Band member is 

making a personal choice.  

They can still choose to drive 

themselves or hire someone 

else but they will have to follow 

the procedure to get 

reimbursed directly from ñNon-

insured Health Benefitsò 

(NIHB)-Health Canada.  Most 

specialist medical appointments 

are scheduled well in advance; 

therefore medical drives can 

usually be booked when you 

get the appointment time.  This 

also gives plenty of time to get 

prior approvals from NIHB- 

Health Canada to confirm 

eligibility if you choose to drive 

yourself to the specialist.  The 

forms needed for apply for 

Transportation reimbursement 

from Health Canada for pre-

approved trips are attached.  A 

copy can also be obtained at 

the Health Centre.  The toll free 

number for the Non-insured 

Health Benefits (NIHB) program 

of the Atlantic Regional office of 

Health Canada is:

Over the Counter Medicines: 
Please note that the cost of 
some ñover the counterò 
medicines are covered by Non-
insured Health Benefits-Health 
Canada with a doctorôs 
prescription.  Band members 
should ask their family doctor 
for a written prescription for the 
ñover the counterò medicine 
he/she recommends so that it 
can be paid for by the plan.  
Things such as Tylenol Extra 
Strength, Tylenol Cold, Gravol, 
Immodium, Advil, cough 
medicines, some vitamins and 
similar items are normally 
covered by Health Canada if 
the patient has a prescription.  
Often medical 
equipment/devices such as 
ankle braces, orthotic inserts, 
etc. are covered by NIHB with a 
prescription.  It would be easier 
for Band members who are 
resident in Millbrook to use a 
pharmacy that the Health 
Centre has an account with 
already such as Shoppers or 
Lawtonôs.  Of course patients 
are free to use any drugstore 
but these two are very familiar 
with the process to get 
prescriptions covered for Band 
members.  Please note that 
there are still prescription items 
that are not covered by NIHB or 
by Millbrook.  The patient is 
responsible to pay for these 
items themselves.  If you have 

any questions about what is 
covered by NIHB or Millbrook 
please call Elizabeth Paul.
